3:13; Mark 11:25; James 5:16)

5. Keep your promises (Psalm 89:4)

The problem of the fall came when their focus was not on God but on themselves. If
they kept their trust and commitment to God, they would not have fallen into sin.
Jesus should be FIRST in our lives above our spouse, children, job and hobbies.
Saying “You are Lord” and “I love you” to God from the heart keeps one from
straying. Spouses should tell each other daily, as well as their children their love for
one another.

Simply put first things first. What is the test to see if Jesus is first? The 3 T Test.
First, spend time with Him. How? Read the Bible, let Him speak to you. Second,
talk in response, pray. Thirdly, touch, commune spiritually. You can do this with
one another after spending priority time with God. Take time with your family,
friends. Talk with one another is two-way, listen and talk. Touch physically like
shaking hands, patting on the back, giving a hug or a kiss, etc.

So how to be a great lover? Practice the 3T’s, Time, Talk, Touch, first with God and
second with others. Use these simple three word sentences often, “You are Lord, |
need help. Let me help. I am sorry. Please forgive me. | love you.” But talk is cheap
if not followed up with action. False love seeks only to get. True love seeks to give.
The true love in the Bible is a sacrificial love. “For God so loved the world He
gave...” John 3:16. Blood, sweat and tears of Jesus were shed to demonstrate His
love not only to those He loved but to all those who hated Him, all of us sinners.
Romans 5:8. When we come to God in repentance and go beyond ourselves in
humbleness and service not to get but to give, not just for those we love but also for
our enemies, then will we be ready to be Christ-like and great lovers to all.
